Comprehensive Centers

The Office of Elementary and Secondary Education funds 21 comprehensive centers designed to help States increase their capacity to assist districts and schools, especially those that are struggling. Specifically, the centers provide information, resources, training, and technical assistance that support the implementation of programs authorized under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act. Sixteen of the centers are located regionally throughout the country.  The five content centers each focus on a specific, high-priority topic: assessment and accountability; instruction; teacher quality; innovation and improvement; and high schools. These centers supply the regional centers and the larger education community with research-based information and products related to these topics.
