OSEP’s Technical Assistance and Dissemination Network (TA&D Network)

The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) identifies four purposes for OSEP’s 
TA & D Network:  (a) provide technical assistance, (b) disseminate useful information, (c) implement activities that are supported by the research base, and (d) support model demonstration projects. The Network consists of approximately 40 National Centers and over 80 Regional and State Centers and Model Demonstration Projects.  State Education Agencies are the primary TA&D clients, although services are provided and products are distributed across many stakeholder audiences.  OSEP envisions the TA&D Network as an innovative group of Centers that provides research driven products and services to improve the lives of individuals with disabilities.  A current emphasis is on coordinating the dissemination of products and services developed by Network Centers to improve the usefulness of disseminated information.
