Technical Assistance Coordination Center (TACC)
The purpose of the TACC is to assist OSEP in supporting the ongoing communication, collaboration and coordination among the centers in the OSEP-funded TA&D Network, and between these centers and other relevant federally funded TA&D centers, national professional organizations, and a broad spectrum of stakeholders.  The TACC serves as a resource that helps network members carry out their assignments and responsibilities more efficiently and effectively, ensuring the flow of information and resources among centers.  The TACC has two main goals:

1. Create a coordination hub where the various TA&D centers funded by OSEP and other federal agencies can find and share information and resources, collaborate and problem-solve together, and exchange knowledge and expertise to conduct their work without duplicating efforts.

2. Support OSEP in developing a comprehensive and integrated network across a variety of relevant federally funded centers, professional organizations, and other stakeholders.
